Acts 1:3-9

3 After his suffering, he presented himself to them and gave many convincing 
proofs that he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days 
and spoke about the kingdom of God. 

4 On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: 
“Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you 
have heard me speak about.   5 For John baptized with water, but in a few 
days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.”

6 Then they gathered around him and asked him, “Lord, are you at this time 
going to restore the kingdom to Israel?”   7 He said to them: “It is not for 
you to know the times or dates the Father has set by his own authority.   8

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be 
my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of 
the earth.”   9 After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, 
and a cloud hid him from their sight. (Acts 1:3-9 NIV)

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14 Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice and addressed 
the crowd: “Fellow Jews and all of you who live in Jerusalem, let me 
explain this to you; listen carefully to what I say.   15 These people are 
not drunk, as you suppose. It’s only nine in the morning!   16 No, this is 
what was spoken by the prophet Joel:   17 “ ‘In the last days, God says, I 
will pour out my Spirit on all people…          (Acts 2:14-17a NIV)

22 “Fellow Israelites, listen to this: Jesus of Nazareth was a man 
accredited by God to you by miracles, wonders and signs, which God did 
among you through him, as you yourselves know.   23 This man was handed 
over to you by God’s deliberate plan and foreknowledge; and you, with the 
help of wicked men, put him to death by nailing him to the cross.   24 But 
God raised him from the dead, freeing him from the agony of death, 
because it was impossible for death to keep its hold on him.     (Acts 2:22-24 NIV)

32 God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are all witnesses of it.   33

Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the Father the 
promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now see and hear. 
(Acts 2:32-33 NIV)
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37 When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to 
Peter and the other apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?”  38  Peter 
replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of 
Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the 
gift of the Holy Spirit.   39 The promise is for you and your children and 
for all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call.” 

(Acts 2:37-39 NIV)
